Holy Bible

Genesis 12:1-3
Now the Lord had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from 
thy father’s house, unto a land that I will shew thee:

And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou 
shalt be a blessing:

And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all 
families of the earth be blessed.

Genesis 13:1-7 (to :), 8-12
And Abram went up out of Egypt, he, and his wife, and all that he had, and Lot with him, into the 
south.

And Abram was very rich in cattle, in silver, and in gold.

And he went on his journeys from the south even to Beth–el, unto the place where his tent had 
been at the beginning, between Beth–el and Hai;

Unto the place of the altar, which he had made there at the first: and there Abram called on the 
name of the Lord.

And Lot also, which went with Abram, had flocks, and herds, and tents.

And the land was not able to bear them, that they might dwell together: for their substance was 
great, so that they could not dwell together.

And there was a strife between the herdmen of Abram’s cattle and the herdmen of Lot’s cattle:

And Abram said unto Lot, Let there be no strife, I pray thee, between me and thee, and between 
my herdmen and thy herdmen; for we be brethren.

Is not the whole land before thee? separate thyself, I pray thee, from me: if thou wilt take the left 
hand, then I will go to the right; or if thou depart to the right hand, then I will go to the left.



And Lot lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered every 
where, before the Lord destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, even as the garden of the Lord, like 
the land of Egypt, as thou comest unto Zoar.

Then Lot chose him all the plain of Jordan; and Lot journeyed east: and they separated 
themselves the one from the other.

Abram dwelled in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelled in the cities of the plain, and pitched his 
tent toward Sodom.

I John 4:1-2, 4-8, 12 if, 18-21
Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false 
prophets are gone out into the world.

Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the 
flesh is of God:

Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, 
than he that is in the world.

They are of the world: therefore speak they of the world, and the world heareth them.

We are of God: he that knoweth God heareth us; he that is not of God heareth not us. Hereby 
know we the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error.

Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, 
and knoweth God.

He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love.

If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected in us.

There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that 
feareth is not made perfect in love.

We love him, because he first loved us.

If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother 
whom he hath seen, how can he love God whom he hath not seen?

And this commandment have we from him, That he who loveth God love his brother also.

James 2:1-10
My brethren, have not the faith of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory, with respect of 
persons.

For if there come unto your assembly a man with a gold ring, in goodly apparel, and there come 
in also a poor man in vile raiment;



And ye have respect to him that weareth the gay clothing, and say unto him, Sit thou here in a 
good place; and say to the poor, Stand thou there, or sit here under my footstool:

Are ye not then partial in yourselves, and are become judges of evil thoughts?

Hearken, my beloved brethren, Hath not God chosen the poor of this world rich in faith, and 
heirs of the kingdom which he hath promised to them that love him?

But ye have despised the poor. Do not rich men oppress you, and draw you before the judgment 
seats?

Do not they blaspheme that worthy name by the which ye are called?

If ye fulfil the royal law according to the scripture, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself, ye do 
well:

But if ye have respect to persons, ye commit sin, and are convinced of the law as transgressors.

For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.

Galatians 3:28
There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: 
for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.

Ephesians 1:1-2
Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, to the saints which are at Ephesus, and to 
the faithful in Christ Jesus:

Grace be to you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ.

Ephesians 4:1-5, 13, 23-24, 31-32
I therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you that ye walk worthy of the vocation wherewith 
ye are called,

With all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another in love;

Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.

There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling;

One Lord, one faith, one baptism,

Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect 
man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:

And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;

And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.



Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, 
with all malice:

And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ’s 
sake hath forgiven you.

Luke 8:40
And it came to pass, that, when Jesus was returned, the people gladly received him: for they 
were all waiting for him.
 
Luke 10:25-37
And, behold, a certain lawyer stood up, and tempted him, saying, Master, what shall I do to 
inherit eternal life?

He said unto him, What is written in the law? how readest thou?

And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, 
and with all thy strength, and with all thy mind; and thy neighbour as thyself.

And he said unto him, Thou hast answered right: this do, and thou shalt live.

But he, willing to justify himself, said unto Jesus, And who is my neighbour?

And Jesus answering said, A certain man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among 
thieves, which stripped him of his raiment, and wounded him, and departed, leaving him half 
dead.

And by chance there came down a certain priest that way: and when he saw him, he passed by 
on the other side.

And likewise a Levite, when he was at the place, came and looked on him, and passed by on 
the other side.

But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he was: and when he saw him, he had 
compassion on him,

And went to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine, and set him on his own 
beast, and brought him to an inn, and took care of him.

And on the morrow when he departed, he took out two pence, and gave them to the host, and 
said unto him, Take care of him; and whatsoever thou spendest more, when I come again, I will 
repay thee.

Which now of these three, thinkest thou, was neighbour unto him that fell among the thieves?

And he said, He that shewed mercy on him. Then said Jesus unto him, Go, and do thou 
likewise.



Matthew 9:35
And Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching 
the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.

Matthew 12:46-50
While he yet talked to the people, behold, his mother and his brethren stood without, desiring to 
speak with him.

Then one said unto him, Behold, thy mother and thy brethren stand without, desiring to speak 
with thee.

But he answered and said unto him that told him, Who is my mother? and who are my brethren?

And he stretched forth his hand toward his disciples, and said, Behold my mother and my 
brethren!

For whosoever shall do the will of my Father which is in heaven, the same is my brother, and 
sister, and mother.

 If ecclesiastical sects or medical schools turn a deaf ear to the teachings of Christian Science, 
then part from these opponents as did Abraham when he parted from Lot, and say in thy heart: 
“Let there be no strife, I pray thee, between me and thee, and between my herdmen and thy 
herdmen; for we be brethren.” Immortals, or God’s children in divine Science, are one 
harmonious family; but mortals, or the “children of men” in material sense, are discordant and 
ofttimes false brethren.

467:9-13
It should be thoroughly understood that all men have one Mind, one God and Father, one Life, 
Truth, and Love. Mankind will become perfect in proportion as this fact becomes apparent, war 
will cease and the true brotherhood of man will be established.

469:30-6
 With one Father, even God, the whole family of man would be brethren; and with one Mind and 
that God, or good, the brotherhood of man would consist of Love and Truth, and have unity of 
Principle and spiritual power which constitute divine Science. The supposed existence of more 
than one mind was the basic error of idolatry.



518:15-19
The rich in spirit help the poor in one grand brotherhood, all having the same Principle, or 
Father; and blessed is that man who seeth his brother’s need and supplieth it, seeking his own 
in another’s good.

541:16
The erroneous belief that life, substance, and intelligence can be material ruptures the life and 
brotherhood of man at the very outset.

31:4  
Jesus acknowledged no ties of the flesh. He said: “Call no man your father upon the earth: for 
one is your Father, which is in heaven.” Again he asked: “Who is my mother, and who are my 
brethren,” implying that it is they who do the will of his Father. We have no record of his calling 
any man by the name of father. He recognized Spirit, God, as the only creator, and therefore as 
the Father of all.
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
