In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the 
world, that we might live through him. 



No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected 
in us. 
There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is 
not made perfect in love. 

We love him, because he first loved us. 

If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother whom he 
hath seen, how can he love God whom he hath not seen? 

And this commandment have we from him, That he who loveth God love his brother also.

Genesis 13:1-7 Abram (to :), 8-12, 14-15, 18
...Abram went up out of Egypt, he, and his wife, and all that he had, and Lot with him, into the south. 

And Abram was very rich in cattle, in silver, and in gold. 

And he went on his journeys from the south even to Beth–el, unto the place where his tent had been at 
the beginning, between Beth–el and Hai;

Is not the whole land before thee? separate thyself, I pray thee, from me: if thou wilt take the left hand, 
then I will go to the right; or if thou depart to the right hand, then I will go to the left. 

And Lot lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered every where, before 
the Lord destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, even as the garden of the Lord, like the land of Egypt, as thou 
comest unto Zoar.
